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How You Can Use ESTIS to Create a Web Site for

Your National Ozone Unit

Introduction

ESTIS was created by the UNEP DTIE International Environmental Technology Centre (IETC) to provide people working in technology transfer with a simple and easy way to create and link web sites. Although it was originally created for that community, this UNEP service is also an excellent tool that an Ozone Officer such as you can use to develop a web site for your NOU.

In partnership with IETC, the OzonAction Programme has created a basic NOU template to give you an idea of what could be included on your web site. You may use the template as it is, or you can develop an entirely new site with different contents, structure and images. The choice is yours.  

OzonAction is providing you with the tool and initial guidance, but we strongly encourage you to experiment and apply your creativity to your web site design.

NOTE:  Since it was initially designed for use by persons working on technology transfer, there are some references to “Environmentally Sound Technologies (ESTs)” that appear on some help screens and on part of the website and the User Manual. Those references may be ignored when you are creating your National Ozone Unit web site. Also, NOU may use any of the templates provided by ESTIS builder as well as 
the template which was created for National Ozone Units and comprising specific requirements. 

The following is a general guidance on how to complete the National Ozone Units template:

Homepage/

Guidance on how to complete this page: On this page, make sure to create a title for your website and add a subtitle. You may like to include a picture of a well-known symbol or emblem from your country.   In the, clearly indicate your country’s name.  In the area below the barred space, you may like to give an introduction highlighting your country’s commitment to the Ozone layer protection and the implementation of the Montreal Protocol.

General Information/

Guidance on how to complete this page: On this page, provide general information that average citizens would need to know about the issue, for example questions that your Ozone Unit regularly receives from the public.  

The first section, about Ozone Depletion could describe general background about the ozone depletion problem, the Montreal Protocol, a list of ozone depleting substances, and compliance targets under the Montreal Protocol, the Multilateral Fund, Secretariats and Implementing Agencies. A glossary of terms may be useful here. 
The second section, “Our Country’s Action on Ozone” could summarize the overall steps being taken by your country, e.g. securing high-level government commitment, undertaking compliance-oriented awareness and communication activities, establishment of the National Ozone Unit, implementation and enforcement of policies, investment projects, training, etc.  In this section, it would be helpful to indicate status of ratification, data reporting, and synergies with other multilateral environmental agreements. 

The second section, “About Us” could describe the National Ozone Unit, its mission and role, and biographies and contact details for the staff.

National Compliance Strategies and Plans/

Guidance on how to complete this page: On this page, Information relating to the international ozone protection treaties, including treaty texts, status of ratification and data reporting, Compliance Targets under the Montreal Protocol Summary of control measures); Your [image: image3.wmf]Division of Technology, Industry and Economics - Division 
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Country Programme, (Content and Summary);  Refrigerants Management Plan; Data Reporting (List of Phase Out Projects funded by the Multilateral Fund that achieve ODS reductions) ; Other Sectors strategies; Information, Education and Communication Plan

Policies and Legislation/

Guidance on how to complete this page: On this page, provide references to the main elements of your national policy framework to implement the Montreal Protocol. List each policy with reference citations, date of enactment, etc. We suggest that you include the policies in various categories, such as: Regulations/Legislation; Directives, Decrees, Orders; Standards; Code of Practice; Voluntary Initiatives.  If possible, provide a link to the full text of the policy/legislation if it exists on another web site, or include a PDF file.

Projects and Activities/

Guidance on how to complete this page: list each project or activity subject to funding by the Multilateral Fund; South-South Cooperation [add others from site].

You may also like to include a map showing the network to which your country belongs.  Your country will be highlighted on the world map. Report about your country’s ratification status of other multilateral agreements as well as other projects (underway and completed).  Finally, give Guidelines on how to present a project.

Questions and Answers/

Guidance on how to complete this page: give information about commonly asked question pertaining to the ozone layer: it’s importance, describe ODS; and list the possible alternatives.  Also, you should provide examples on how to save the ozone layer as an individual or community.  These examples can be drawn from your won country’s experience or relevant examples from other countries.

Publications/

Guidance on how to complete this page: provide references to the publications relevant to the protection of the Ozone Layer from your country.

List each type of publication, using various categories such as: guidelines; case studies; public awareness materials; educational materials for teachers; news section; photographs.  

Give information on how to obtain documents and if they are available on a complimentary basis or not.  Indicate if there is a link to free documents.  Clearly state if they are any copyright restrictions to obey.

Calendar of Events/

Guidance on how to complete this page: provide information on the relevant events in your country and region.  Then list workshops, conferences, and upcoming events.

Also, consider highlighting the celebrations undertaken by your country for Ozone Day Celebrations.  Under featured events, include information related to an upcoming event.

Contacts/

Guidance on how to complete this page: provide references to contact details of your country’s National Ozone Unit staff, listing members and contact details of your country’s National Steering Committee (or National Executive Team); help desk; relevant industry associations; and non-governmental organizations.  Under international contacts,   [take listing from site]

In the third section, report on your country’s members.  Also offer any links or contact details for training institutes and customs contacts in your country.

Guidance on how to complete this page: add any relevant links specific to your region or country on Ozone-related issues.
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
