Business Fadilitation Despite significant achievements, the Asian industrial sector is characterized by outdated and low efficiency
technology, lack of preventive maintenance, improper production management, inefficient use of raw mate-
rials, etc. espedially in Small and Medium Sized enterprises (SMEs). SMEs represent the backbone of the
present industrial infrastructure, constituting more than 80% of the companies (over 30 million enter-
prises). Efficdency gains achieved in large numbers of enterprises are outnumbered by the still mushroom-
ing amount of polluting SMEs and are offset by consumer trends on the demand side: a rapidly growing
middle-income class as part of the rapid urbanization. The ‘grow first, clean up later’ paradigm is being
increasingly discredited and particularly the poor have felt its consequences most acutely.

Within the framework of supply chain management activities, at least 500 companies will improve their
m environmental and OHS management, energy, resource, and environmental performance as well as under-
stand and support CSR policies. The project will lead to the development and implementation of win-win,
sustainable improvements. Because of homogeneous production and process technologies within this
Access outputs sector, a scale-up to companies beyond the scope of the project’s initial focus is expected.
